Marking Scales


I usually use one of four types of marking scales on assignments.

1.  Homework checks:


- 5 marks for complete homework


- 0 marks for incomplete homework


- no part marks for partial completion

2.  Paragraphs:


- 10 marks for complete, correct, thoroughly-developed ideas, rich modifiers, complex sentences


- 5 marks for mechanics and layout

3.  The 3-point marking scale:


- 3 for excellent, perfect, no suggestions for improvement


- 2 for quite good, but could be better, definitely passing


- 1 for almost satisfactory but needs much improvement for passing


- 0 for not attempted, incomplete or completely unsatisfactory
