Study Group Members/Homework Partners

What is it?

• The homework partner system encourages you to take more personal responsibility for your own learning.

• A system to help you plan effective personal work habits.

How Does it Work?

• In the first week of each course, get the names and contact information of the other students in your study group who will be your homework partners.

• Write your homework partner information on this handout to be kept at home (like on the fridge).

• When you are absent you are responsible for contacting your study group/homework partners to find out what work you missed and what homework may have been assigned.

• Being a homework partner means promising to be available to help the absent student catch up and learn any missed material either during class time, seminar blocks, common free blocks, or outside of school time.

• Good homework partners are people who pay attention in class, are capable of and qualified to provide the help you need.
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
